September 7, 2025 
Two new Saints Canonized! 

 
     Tens of thousands of people packed into St. Pe-
ter’s Square on 8/7/2025 for the canonization cere-
mony of Carlo Acutis and Pier Giorgio Frassati, 
two Italians who died young but whose deep faith 
has inspired millions worldwide. These are the 
first saints declared by Pope Leo XIV. 
     Carlo, the first millennial saint, has become es-
pecially well known, and the Catholic Church is 
hoping his fame will encourage more young peo-
ple to be active in the church. Because of his use 
of digital technology to spread the faith—
including developing a website in which he listed 
miracles—he has been nicknamed “God’s influ-
encer.” 
     In the popes homily, he praised the two young 
men who “cultivated their love for God and for 
their brothers and sisters through simple acts, 
available to everyone,” like prayer and going to 
Mass. He added that the two were “an invitation to 
all of us, especially young people, not to squander 
our lives, but to direct them upward and make 
them masterpieces. 
     Both Carlo and Frassati had been set to be can-
onized at separate ceremonies earlier this year, but 
due to Pope Francis’s death in April were post-
poned until now. 
     Frassati was beatified in 1990 after the Vatican 
deemed the healing of a person in the U.S. to be a 
miracle attributed to his intercession. Pope Francis 
recognized a second miracle in 2024, opening the 
way to Frassati’s canonization. 
     Carlo was beatified in 2020. Two healings have 
been attributed to him. One involved an ill child in 
Brazil who was said to become well after he kissed 
a relic of Carlo and prayed for healing. The second 
involved a young Costa Rican woman seriously 
injured in a bicycle accident in Florence, who re-
covered after her mother prayed at Carlo’s tomb in 
Assisi. 
     In both cases, word of their goodness and faith 
spread quickly and grew globally.

· Our Lady of Guadalupe (Mexico): In 1531, Mary’s apparition to St. Juan Diego left an enduring im-
age on his tilma, symbolizing unity and faith, especially in the Americas. 

Our Lady of Częstochowa (Poland): The Black Madonna, housed in Jasna Góra Monastery, is a powerful 
symbol of resilience and faith, with a rich history of miracles and national significance. 
All are welcome to join this spiritual journey. Attendees must register for this free course by calling the 
parish office.
