Month of October
Dedicated to the Holy Rosary

In the Catholic Church, the month of
October is dedicated to the Holy Rosary,
honoring the Blessed Virgin Mary and the
meditative prayer that focuses on the life
of Jesus and Mary. The month includes the
Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary, celebrat-
ed on October 7, which commemorates a ¥
pivotal 1571 Christian victory at the Battle |
of Lepanto after the faithful prayed the Ro-
sary. The dedication was formally estab-
lished by Pope Leo XIII in 1884 to encour- |
age prayers for the Church’s needs.

How to Observe the Month

2) Meditate on the Mysteries: The Rosary
involves meditating on the significant
events in the life of Jesus and Mary,
categorized into the Joyful, Luminous,
Sorrowful, & Glorious Mysteries.

Saint Denis
Bishop of Paris & Patron of France
Feast Day: October 9th

Denis, or Dionysius, was born in Italy during
the third century, as recorded by the Church histo-
rian Gregory of Tours. He was clearly respected
by Pope Fabian for his virtue, faith and knowledge
of the Church. Around the year 250, the Pope sent
Denis and six other bishops on a difficult mission
to restore Christianity in Gaul, which had suffered
persecutions by the Romans.

Denis settled on an island in the Seine near the
city of Paris. With the help of companions, the
priest Rusticus and the deacon Eleutherius, he bult
a church on the island and began preaching the
Gospel. The three were so successful in convert-
ing pagans and spreading Christianity that the lo-
cal heathen priests angrily pressed the governor to
put an end to their work.

Denis and his companions were arrested and
jailed. After suffering torture, they were beheaded.
Although their bodies were thrown into the river,
they were recovered and buried by a pious woman
named Catulla. A small chapel was built over the
graves where, four centuries later, the great Bene-
dictine abbey of Saint-Denis was erected. Accord-
ing to one legend, Denis did not die immediately
but was led by a choir of angels as he carried his
severed head from his place of execution at
Monmartre to the site of the future abbey.

During the Middle Ages, Denis was so popular
with many rulers that his veneration grew into a
national devotion. Today, he is known as the pa-
tron of France. He was also one of the Fourteen
Holy Helpers, saints who were invoked for their
powerful help during times of adversity, although
their feast is no longer celebrated.
